TumbleBookCloud Junior  is an online collection of ebooks and read-along chapter books,          

non-fiction books, graphic novels, educational videos, and audio books! This database is a great 

option for adventurous young readers who wish to read beyond the picture book collection in the 

TumbleBookLibrary. It is designed specifically for children in grades three to eight. 

TumbleBookCloud is an online collection of ebooks, enhanced novels, graphic novels, videos and au-

dio books, suited for students and adults of all reading levels. 

AudioBookCloud is an online collection of audio books in many different categories: fiction, non-fiction, 

classics and Spanish language. These audio books are always available and  never on hold.  

AudioBookCloud now has a mobile-specific feature for iPhones, ipads, tablets and smart phones.  

The TumbleBookLibrary is an online collection of animated, talking picture books suited for       

elementary school children. TumbleBooks are created from existing picture books, adding sound, 

animation, music and narration to create an electronic picture book.

 Library of Michigan is pleased to announce the official debut of the new and improved 

Michigan elibrary  at http://mel.org  in which they have been working on the redesign for 

over a year. 

Using the search box on the MeL homepage, you will access MeLCat, selected MeL 

eResources (databases), curricular content/websites from the Michigan Online 

Resources for Educators (M.O.R.E.), MeL gateway websites, and selected digital 

Michigan history projects.   

Both MeL Kids and Teens Gateways have been redesigned .  MeL Kids at  http://

mel.org/kids, has a new mascot called "Brookie" and his pal "ReadIt" who will introduce 

young MeL users to resources that can help them be successful in school and have fun 

also.  MeL Teens at http://mel.org/teens  is cool.   

Some reorganization has also been done with MeLGateways such as Business (http://

mel.org/business), Jobs (http://mel.org/jobs), Government (http://mel.org/government), 

Health (http://mel.org/health), Legal (http:// mel.org/legal), and Books & Literacy (http://

mel.org/books). 

MeLCat (Michigan Electronic Library Catalog) has been redesigned also in which it now 

does searching by keyword.  The searches will now bring up resources throughout the 

Michigan elibrary.  It will allow many more resources when searching in MeLCat.   

Patrons who are use to the using the previous version of MeLCat should change their 

webpage by clicking on the bright green ñClassic MeLCatò tab and it will go back to the 

way searching was done previously only finding materials by title that are available 

throughout libraries in Michigan. 

The Freegal website has a new look with easier navigation tools.  There is fewer clicks not to listen to music.  

Searches have also been made more accurate and there is now more new music.  All you need is a your library 

card to use. 

 

FREEGAL is a downloadable music service which provides access to approximately 3 million songs, including    

access to Sony Musicôs catalog of legendary artists. In total the collection is comprised of music from over 10,000 

labels with music that originates in over 60 countries.  Download up to three songs per week (for FREE) per library 

card!  It is located on the libraryôs website under Downloads - Freegal or under Quick Links - Freegal.
