Tax forms can also be 

downloaded from the Library’s internet computers for .10 per page at: IRS - www .irs.gov ,  MI - www.michigan.gov/treasury  

 
E-File Opens for 2009 Taxes 

This year, the IRS and its partners in the Free File Alliance are offering a new option, Free File Fillable Tax Forms, which 

allows free electronic filing of tax returns for virtually everyone. 

Taxpayers who e-file and who choose direct deposit can receive their refund faster than paper filing.  IRS e-file allows 

taxpayers to file their returns now and pay later if they owe taxes. It allows taxpayers to file both federal and most 

state returns at the same time. And with direct deposit, there's no paper refund going to the taxpayer.
