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Fishing Laws 
Change Jan. 1st 

MANY CHANGES AFFECT 
TROUT FISHING. 

New conservation laws that become 
effective January 1 affect sport fish­
ing only, and m a n y of the changes 
will not concern anglers until trout 
season arrives, the conservation de­
partment reports. 

Beginning with the first day of the 
new year, fishermen will be paying 
the new and higher license fees: $1.50 
for residents, $2 for 10-day non­
resident permits and $3 for annual 
nonresident permits. And to fish for 
brook, brown or rainbow trout, the 
fisherman will have to attach a $1 
trout stamp to his fishing license. 

The closing date of trout season in 
1948 will be about a week later than 
usual - September 12 -- and the sea­
son will be the longest in years since 
it starts April 24. Snag hooks are 
banned from all trout streams, not 
just certain designated ones, from 
Labor Day to June 1. Two more trout 
ponds with the two-fish-a-day limit 
will be available at Summerville and 
Bald Mountain, arid three ponds — 
Manistee, Provement and Solon will 
have the five-a-day limit. The Spo 
rapids will be open to rainbow fish­
ing from June 1 to November 30, 
end lists of trout lakes and waters 
open to fall rainbow fishing have both 
been revised. 

Glass -minnow traps for taking bait 
will be permitted in trout streams 
next season for the first time, but 
only in certain specified sections of 
trout streams in the lower -peninsula, 
and only in the period when bait sup­
plies are critically short, June 15 to 
September 5. 

The ban on evening and night ice 
fishing for blue"giHs (after 6 p.m.) 
has been lifted, and on inland waters 
having sturgeon, these giant fish may 
be speared through the ice in Jan­
uary and February. Northern pike 
is back on the commercial list, and 
there is a new 60-day limit on storage 
of game fish after the close of the 
season in which they were taken.

In nearly .every Michigan small 
town we have visited in the past year 
or so, one common trend has been 
evident. It is this: 

Country living is enjoying a re­
vival. Industry is decentralizing. It 
is opening branches in small towns. It 
is even migrating from the big city. 
There is more building activity out­
side the city limits of many towns 
than there is inside. These signs are 
significant, if we are to try to fit 
them into a common jig-saw mosaic 
pattern. 

Henry Ford II, president of the 
Ford Motor Company, stated in the 
current issue of the Atlantic Monthly 
that the company is going to de­
centralize. Why? Because big bus­
iness, unless broken down into well 
defined segments, become top-heavy 
and inefficient. Because "many of 
the social problems of our times are 
made worse—and in part have been 
created—by concentrating vast num­
bers of people in crowded city areas 
such as Detroit." 

John Gunther, in his 979-page re­
port, "Inside U.S.A.", refers to De­
troit as the most explosive labor 
center in the Notion; to the U.A.W., 
the automobile workers' union, as the 
"most volcanic union in the country." 

Here is a union, centered in De­
troit, whose membership has grown 
from 15,000 to 1,250,000 in only ten 
years. And here is also, a union whose 
leadership demanded, only a few 
years ago, the right to inspect the 
employer's books in order to find out 
how much of the profits could be 
paid to the workers in higher wages. 

-This confusion over profits, is one 
of the by-products of industrial 
centralization where the boss and 
the worker never meet except be­
lligerently around a strike table. 

"There seems to be an impression 
around," said young Ford in the ma­
gazine interview, "that for some ob­
scure reason or other, Ford does not 
have to make a profit. That isn't 
s6. Unless we can obtain a return 
that enables us to pay reasonable 
dividends, renew our plant, invest for 
the future, and meet campetitiori on 
equal terms, Ford Motor Company 
will not have any future." 

According to one survey, the ave­
rage investment per job in America 
is $6,000. Who put up the money? 
Someone who was willing to risk doll­
ars in the hope of earning a profit. 

What happens when technology is 
obsolete and inefficient? The British 
coal mining industry today is a prime 
259 tons per year per man in 1946; 
695,000 of them produced 189 mill­
ion tons.

City clerks of Saginaw, Manistee 
and Marquette recently asked 
whether they might certify bounty 
payments on foxes trapped within 
their municipal boundaries. The of­
ficial interpretation points out that 
under the .law township clerks are 
authorized to certify fox bounty app­
lications. And township clerks' jur­
isdiction does not extend beyond the 
political townships' boundaries into 
cities. 

The fox is not protected in the city, 
but while there he does not have the 
$5 price on his head that he must 
carry in rural areas.

If we were called upon to make a 
report on the State of the Nation to­
day, we would merely say: America's 
heart is sound; small towns are pros­
pering. 

Do Not Buy or Use 
Ozone Generators 

Garage operators throughout the 
state were warned today by the Mich­
igan Department of Health not to 
buy or use ozone generating machines 
which are being peddled by salemen 
who contend they will eliminate car­
bon monoxide fumes. 

These machines not only have no 
value in eliminating carbon monoxide, 
but they are down right dangerous" 
in themselves, Dr. Kenneth E. Mark-
uson, Director of the Department's 
Bureau of Industrial Health, said. 

"Salesman," he said, "tell garage 
operators that the ozone generated by 
the machine combines with the deadly 
carbon monoxide to form harmless 
carbon dioxide. Actually the ozone is 
100 times more poisonous than the 
carbon monoxide, and it does not 
readily combine with I t to form car­
bon dioxide. The concentration of 
ozone required to eliminate even a 
minor carbon monoxide hazard would 
cause serious ill effects in those who 
breathed it." 

"Not only that, but the installation 
of such a machine gives the garage 
employees a false sense of security 
with the results that they do not take 
ordinary precautions against the car­
bon monoxide fumes from automobile 
exhausts. 

"The most satisfactory way of 
eliminating the danger of carbon 
monoxide fumes from a running mo­
tor in a garage is to attach a device 
directly to the exhaust pipe which 
will carry the fumes outside the build­
ing," Dr. Markson said.

Nonresident deer hunters had left 
the north woods to a few local hun­
ters by Thanksgiving day, but even 
with the early breakup of the 
camps, the deer "harvest" appeared 
comparable to last year's in conser­
vation department records. 

When only a few days of the sea­
son were left, permits to take deer 
through Wisconsin totalled 1;064 
compared with 786 on the same date 
a year ago; Drummond Island's deer 
yield was 500, compared with 452 to 
the same date last year; and 8,955 
deer were brought across the straits, 
compared with 8,657 to the same day 
in 1946. 

Bears alone showed a decided de­
crease in conservation department 
tallies. In spite of the increase in 
bear numbers indicated by summer 
and fall bear damage complaints, 
only 152 were recorded at the straits 
this year compared with 234 in the 
same period a year ago. 

One technical explanation holds 
that not weather, but the bears' 
feeding and body fat determine the 
date of hibernation. Some hunters, 
noting hte heavy kill in the mild sea­
son of '46 and the lighter kill in the 
cold season of '47, are sticking to 
the idea that weather does drive 
bears into their winter hideouts.

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Deer hunters, and small game 
hunters who have put their guns a-
way for the season, are reminded 
by the conservation department that 
it is none too soon to send in those 
game kill report cards. 

A game kill report card is issued 
to each hunter and trapper as part 
of the hunting or trapping license. It 
must be separated from the license 
along a perforation, filled out and 
mailed with a one-cent stamp. It 
must be mailed sometime, before Fe­
bruary 15, but conservation depart­
ment men urge early mailing, so an 
early start may be made analyzing 
the reports through card punching 
and sorting, machines. 

When broken down by counties, 
the game production figures are of 
considerable local interest, and the 
broad trends in the production of 
pheasants, rabbits, squirrels, deer 
and so forth are of considerable sig­
nificance in drawing up the next 
season's dates and bag limits. 

Porcupines are notorious for their 
"salt tooth," Their gnawing of ax 
handles, aluminum pots and other 
articles with a trace of salt some­
times causes havoc in vacant back­
woods cabins.

To 'Log'1 Swamps for 
Starved Deer Herds 

Tops of cedars logged from the 
swamps long have been an important 
supplement of the deer herd's win­
ter food supply. This winter, under 
the timber sale program being de­
veloped by the conservation depart­
ment's forestry division, some cedar 
will become available where and 
when the need in the state forests 
is expected to be greatest. 

Some 30 cutting permits on state-
owned lands in deeryards are now 
in effect, and as many more are be­
ing prepared for auctioning among 
operators soon. Cutting under these 
permits is restricted to the months 
of December, January, February and 
March. In addition to the timber in­
volved in formal sales, a number of 

small plots have been located in each 
district, where -emergency cuttings 
may be made if the deer food short* 
age should become critical. 

Still in progress is a detailed in ­
ventory of the timbfr stands on all 
state forest lands. When the inven­
tory is completed for swamp species, 
cutting plans may be made as much 
as five years in advance, and cutting 
areas so spaced that the cutting will 
be economical for the operator, an 
improvement to the timber stand, 
and a dependable food supply for 
the deer when it is most needed.

Trout Hatching 
Now Underway 

Eggs for next season's trout pro­
duction are now arriving in conser­
vation department fish hatcheries, 
and the goal again next year, as in 
recent seasons, is the planting of one 
million legal size (seven-inch or 
larger) fish. 

Production of one million legal 
size brook, brown and rainbow 
trout requires use of full capacity of 
the state's present hatchery and 
rearing station system, and while in 
some seasons the plantings have 
come to within 25,000 to 50,000 of 
the mark, the full million goal has 
yet to be achieved. 

Brown trout egg ' production is 
concentrated at the Paris hatchery, 
where hatcherymen have just finish­
ed taking 1,625,000 green eggs that 
should yield between a million and 
a quarter and a million and a half 
eyed eggs. Once in the eyed stage, 
most will be shipped to other sta­
tions for hatching and rearing. 

Rainbow trout eggs are now being 
taken at Harrietta hatchery. About 
200,000 have been taken to date, and 
the taking of rainbow eggs will con­
tinue past the first of the year. 

Brook trout eggs are being pur-

Eight state hatcheries — Waters-
Grayling, Harrietta, Paris and Wolf 
meet, Marquette, Thompson, Oden, 
Lake—handle trout in the early sta­
ges of development. Later the other 
hatcheries and the rearing stations 
help bring the fish to the proper size 
for stocking in trout streams and 
trout lakes.

A smaller hog crop in 1948 than 
in 1947 seems likely, believes Don 
Stark, MSC agricultural economist, 
commenting on next year's farm out­
look. Short grain supplies and high 
prices for grain are likely to keep 
some farmers from greater pork 
production. 

The specialist advises that hogs 
now on Michigan farms be finished 
out. Soft corn or off-grade wheat 
may be used for this purpose. Mar­
keting at weights around 200 pounds 
makes more efficient use of grain, 
but may lower the total production 
of pork and -lard. 

Old sows can be disposed of while 
prices are high and replaced with 
gilts to farrow next spring. The 
spring pig crop can then be carried 
through hte summer on good legume 
pasture and finished after the 1948 
small grain crop is harvested. Feed­
ing specialists say a greater use of 
protein supplement will decrease the 
amount of grain needed to feed pigs.

Care Needed in 1948 
Livestock Business 

Less favorable rations of feed costs 
to livestock prices is the prospect 
faced by Michigan livestock raisers 
in 1948, according to MSC animal 
husbandry specialists and farm econ­
omists. 

G. A. Brarmaman, of the college 
animal husbandry department, and 
Don Stark, MSC agricultural econ­
omist, point out t ha t great care will 
be needed in purchasing, feeding and 
marketing if a profit is to be made in 
the lives lock enterprise. 

To help fill out short grain sup­
plies, the specialists suggest increas­
ed use of pasture and roughage and 
use of high protein feeds to balance 
rations properly. 

Prices for livestock, they believe, 
will remain strong as long as the 
consumer's income stays high with a 
resulting large demand for meat. 

The total supply of meat in 1948 is 
expected to run at least seven per­
cent below 1947.
