“As you walk

through the house, 21 feet

in and 30 feet deep, there’s

just too much root invasion

and it’s going to ruin their

tile,” explains Walker.

He says some tell-tale

signs with this home were

the minor cracks in the

foundation that were caus-

ing a lifting and separation

of  the foundation. Also, the

windows were not opening

and closing properly,

“which means the founda-

tion is moving.”

However, just because

you see cracks doesn’t

mean there is a foundation

problem. “Most people

don’t understand that there

are natural cracks in a

house. That’s why when we

do an inspection report we

have to look at it and say

‘Okay, this is a typical crack

and this one is an untypical

crack,’” says Walker. He

says some cracks may lead

to other problems while

others won’t.
