BOYNE CITY -

Hard work
pays off.

That’s something that Boyne
City athletes learned first hand
last season on the football field,
basketball court, softball field,
cross country course and track to
name a few. Many can attribute
that success to the time and work
the student-athletes put in the
weight room.

To begin, the Ramblers have a
Bigger, Faster, Stronger program
that is part of their students high
school curriculum, and in addi-
tion to that, Boyne football coach,
David Hills, along with a slew of
other coaches from the school
and community, have designated
times for students to come into
the weightroom and get some
after school training or even on
the weekends.

Coach Hills has a strength and
agility program set up the entire
year for Rambler athletes to at-
tend on Sunday’s, Tuesday’s and
Thursday’s and many student-
athletes ranging from the middle
school level to high school, take

advantage of those opportunities.

When asked what a typical
week of workouts detailed, coach
Hills noted that Sunday’s are typ-
ically a high intensity, circuit
type workout, that contains 30-40
exercises that the athletes cycle
through.

“The kids work for a minute
and then rotate to the next exer-
cise, with roughly a 20-30 second
break to catch their breath in be-
tween for about five exercise and
then they get a few minute
break,” Hills said. “It’s more of a
dynamic workout and it ad-
dresses a lot of the stability mus-
cles and it's also great for
cardiovascular too.”

He noted that the Tuesday and
Thursday workouts are more of
the traditional lifts, including a
couple of Olympic core lifts and
in addition to that they will have

some auxiliary lifts that they will
do along with that.

“It’s all free weight based activ-
ities and a lot of dynamic move-
ments,” Hills added. “The main
focus of our training is all injury
prevention and I feel it’s been

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pretty successful for us.”

Hills also went on to talk more
in depth of injury prevention and
the benefits of a successful
strength training program.

“Number one, is definitely in-
jury prevention, the kids that do
this aren’t going to be the ones
sitting on the sideline and watch-
ing because they’re hurt,” he
noted. “The kids that go through
this are generally the kids whose
bodies are better able to sustain
the demands of sports and that’s
our main drive.”

Coach Hills also touched base
on the typical turnout for a work-
out, with Sundays being the most
popular day to attend, having an
average of 30 plus kids, and on
some given days in the past, as
high as the mid 50’s.

And while Sundays workouts
drew the most attendance, the
midweek workouts weren’t too
far off as they generally have 25-
30 kids, with some days even
more.

When asked if he noticed the
kids benefiting in other areas
away from sports, Hills re-
sponded, “One of the things
we’ve said all along, is what we
do is not specific to football and
we’ll get kids in here, both guys
and gals from all different sports
and anyone who does this is
going to see benefits.”

“It’s not unique to us, it’s not
unique to our sport, this is what
athletes all over the place are
doing and those athletes that are
competing at high levels, this is
what they do.”

The coach also noted that he
sees a number of female athletes
on a regular basis.

“The ones (females and
younger athletes) that go through
it (working out), it’s no longer in-
timidating, the environment
doesn’t scare them off and once
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they go through it, they find it to
be a fun thing to do,” Hills said.
“Generally, once the kids go
through it a few times, they will
continue to come back as they
find it very rewarding and enjoy-
able to do.”

After watching the athletes par-
ticipate in their dynamic workout
and agility drills, I had the
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chance to speak with a few.
Emma Vondra, a Boyne City

| junior who has been a regular for

quite some time had this to say
about working out and attending
on a consistent basis.

“I started when I was in eighth
grade, and I’ve seen tremendous
results,” she noted. “I have be-
come stronger in just about
everything, my core especially.”
“We do a lot of core and it helps
me in both basketball and soft-
ball.”

Vondra also said that she is a
lifeguard during the summer, and
notes that the endurance and
good physical shape from a con-
sistent program is definitely a
benefit that she takes with her to
work.

I also had the opportunity to
speak with senior football leader
Luke Sage, a fixture in the weight
room throughout the entire year.

“T’ve always looked at working
out as a bonding thing from a
team standpoint,” Sage noted.
“And you're also benefitting from
a personal standpoint, it makes
you a better athlete, teaches you
discipline and hard work.”

“I feel one of the biggest things
for these workouts is having the
whole team here,” he added “We
work in here hard as a team,
much like we would do in prac-
tice and push each other, and I
think that makes you better as a
team, not only physically, but
mentally as well.” “With all our
success last year, we came up
three yards short, and were look-
ing to outdo that this year.”

I have no doubt that coach Hills
will have his football team ready
for any obstacle this sesaon as
well as helping prepare any other
Rambler athlete that wants to
take part in their strength train-
ing and injury prevention pro-
gram.

So whether it be in-season or
out of season, if you listen care-
fully when commuting through
Boyne City, you will most likely
hear the clanging and banging of
weights coming from the high
school as student-athletes, along
with a knowledgeable coaching
staff are in the gym, striving to
be the very best.

Michi-
gan was re-
cently named E
by In Fisher-
man Magazine as the sec-
ond best bass fishing state
in the entire U.S. This dis-
tinction is in large part
due to the phenomenal
smallmouth bass fishery
that thrives in southeast
Michigan’s Lake St. Clair
and many stellar northern
smallmouth havens like
Grand Traverse Bay,
Beaver Island, and inland
waters like Lakes
Charlevoix, Leelanau, EIKk,
and Burt. According to
MDNR fisheries creel biol-
ogist, Kendra Kozlauskos,
Little Traverse Bay in
Harbor Springs is also a
smallmouth Shangri-La.

When targeting
bronzebacks, extremely
successful, Interlochen-
based fishing guide, Chris
Noffsinger, employs a sea-
sonal progression of habi-
tats and baits to follow
these feisty, second largest
members of the sunfish
family. Lure preference on
all northern waters de-
pends on water clarity,
time of year, and depth of
water. Early season small-
ies will crush jerk baits
like the Strike King KVD
300 and Lucky Craft in
natural colors. A little
later in the year they start
to move closer inland and
will annihilate Red Dirt
Bait Company spinner
baits in 4-12 feet of water.
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Summer Smallies and Marble Eyes

Mid-summer to fall
bronzebacks prefer plugs
like the Rapala X-Rap
slashbaits in purple and
gold and black natural
hues.

When hunting for
preferred structure in
northern lakes Noffsinger
provided, “In addition to
structural elements such
as drop-offs, points, and
flats, my personal fa-
vorites are “hard breaks”-
sharp, vertical drop-offs
often found at the extreme
outer edge flats. But often
Idon’t target any physical
structures at all but focus
on water temperature
when determining the
bait and technique I'll
use.”

When asked about his
favorite bronzeback wa-
ters Noffsinger concluded,
“There are so many great
smallmouth lakes in the
north that we just rotate
around based on weather
conditions and time of
year.”

Another highly
sought after game fish in
northern waters are wall-
eye. These kings of the
perch family are the per-
fect fish in my book.
That’s because they are
relatively large, decent
fighters, easily filleted
and particularly pleasing
to the palette. Michigan
boasts world renowned
“razorback” waters in-
cluding Lakes Erie, St.
Clair, and Lake Huron’s
Saginaw Bay. Further
north you most likely can
fill your live well with de-

licious “marble eyes” in
places like Crooked and
Walloon Lake in Emmet
County, Burt Lake in
Cheboygan County,
Houghton Lake in
Roscommon County, West
Twin Lake in Mont-
morency County, and Lake
Huron’s Tawas Bay.

Walleye anglers are
currently having the most
success trolling or drifting
with crawler harnesses, or
crank baits.

I call Twin Lakes,
Michigan resident and
Freshwater Fishing Hall
of Fame member, Mark
Martin, the “walleye Bud-
dha.” Martin took home
the 1990 professional tour
world championship tro-
phy and has been teaching
and writing about walleye
angling for the past 30
years. Martin has an ex-
tremely informative web-
site at markmartins.net.
He provided some trolling
tips, techniques, and gear:

“Ilike trolling very
slowly using long-bodied
crank baits including Ra-
pala's Shad Rap or Jointed
Deep Husky Jerk bait.
When fish are in relatively
shallow, clear water it's
imperative to reach out as
far as possible to prevent
scattering them. In-line
planer boards and lead
core line are often used.
Thus, a rod that has a
moderate action- with a
little oomph in the mid-
section-is necessary to
pull a board, yet needs a
tip light enough to see
every wiggle of the bait.”

Whether you're target-
ing smash-mouth small-
mouth or wary walleye,
northern Michigan offers
plenty of places to do ei-
ther, or both. Best of luck!
