DNR encourages boaters
to ‘spring aboard’

With warmer weather on the way,
the DNR encourages Michigan
boaters to prepare now for the com-
ing season by making sure they’re
boater safety-certified.

The reminder is in line with the
National Association of  State Boat-
ing Law Administrators Spring
Aboard – Take a Boating Education
Course campaign (March 17-23).
Many states require completion of
a NASBLA-verified course to rent
or operate a powerboat. In Michi-
gan, boaters born after June 30,
1996, must have a boating safety cer-
tificate to operate a boat, and
boaters born after Dec. 31, 1978,
need a boating safety certificate to
operate a personal watercraft.

“If  you’re on the water operating
a boat, or even a canoe or kayak, it’s
your responsibility to do so safely,”
said Lt. Tom Wanless, DNR Law En-
forcement Division. “We strongly
encourage new boaters to take a
boater safety course, so they are
aware of  the do’s and don’ts of  the
water. Even if  you have been on the
water for years, it’s important to re-
fresh yourself  on the latest regula-
tions.”

According to the U.S. Coast
Guard, in 2017 there were 4,291
recreational boating-related acci-
dents that resulted in 658 deaths,
2,629 injuries and approximately
$46 million dollars in property dam-
age. Operator inattention, improper
lookout, operator inexperience, ma-
chinery failure and alcohol use
rank as the top five primary con-
tributing factors in accidents, the
Coast Guard said.

The DNR offers boating safety ed-
ucation as a self-paced, online
course and as a traditional class-
room experience. Learn more or
register for a class at the DNR boat-
ing safety certificate webpage.

BELLAIRE – After this
winter’s moose survey,
wildlife biologists said the
western Upper Peninsula
moose population is grow-
ing at a long-term average
of  about 2 percent each
year, with an estimated
509 animals living in that
part of  the state.

Michigan Natural Re-
sources Wildlife Division
Chief  Russ Mason re-
ported the survey results
Thursday to the Michigan
Natural Resources Com-
mission at a regular NRC
meeting at the Shanty
Creek Resort in Bellaire.

“The growth rate for
this moose population is
low, but remains positive,”
Mason said. “Moose are
continuing to maintain a
foothold in the western
Upper Peninsula, continu-
ing to further extend the
lineage of  a population
airlifted to the area from
Canada in the mid-1980s.”

The western U.P. moose
range covers about 1,400
square miles in parts of
Marquette, Baraga, and
Iron counties. The eastern
U.P. population of  moose
is not surveyed but is esti-

mated to be fewer than 100
moose. This population
includes animals living
within the Seney National
Wildlife Refuge and
Tahquamenon Falls State
Park.

The aerial survey was
completed in early Febru-
ary. Moose surveys are
conducted every other
winter by the DNR, with

gray wolf  surveys taking
place during the interim
winters.

“Overall, flying condi-
tions were difficult, with
flights cancelled on 23
days, primarily because of
snow and high winds,”
said Brad Johnson, a DNR
wildlife technician who
coordinates the survey.
“On the days we could fly,

conditions were good;
snow covered most of  the
stumps and down logs and
we had some snow on the
conifers for most of  the
survey, all of  which aided
our efforts.”

Winter weather condi-
tions preventing some
survey flights did not
allow wildlife staffers to
complete the winter 2017

moose survey. This pre-
cluded the DNR from esti-
mating moose abundance
throughout the entirety of
the western U.P. moose
range.

However, an estimate
was calculated for the
core range, which in the
past has supported 80-90
percent of  the population.
The moose estimate was
378 animals in that west-
ern U.P. core area.

Researchers think that
if  the survey had been
completed, it would have
yielded a total western
U.P. moose population esti-
mate of  between 420 and
470 animals.

With the Moose Hunt-
ing Advisory Council’s
recommendation to only
allow hunting if  a growth
rate of  greater 3 percent
is maintained, the DNR is
not recommending imple-
menting a harvest at this
time.

The same was true over
the past several years.

Removing a baby
animal from the wild

can have bad
consequences

Spring is here, bringing
warmer temperatures and
the next generation of
wildlife. The Michigan
Department of  Natural
Resources reminds those
who are outside, enjoying
the experience of  seeing
wildlife raise its young, to
view animals from a dis-
tance so they are not dis-
turbed. 

It’s important to re-
member that many
species of  wildlife hide
their young for safety and
that these babies are not

abandoned. They simply
have been hidden by their
mother until she returns
for them. 

“Please resist the urge
to help seemingly aban-
doned baby animals,” said
Hannah Schauer, wildlife
communications coordi-
nator for the DNR. “Many
baby animals will die if
removed from their natu-
ral environment, and
some have diseases or par-
asites that can be passed
on to humans or pets.”

Schauer added that
some animals that have
been picked up by people
and do survive may be-
come habituated and may
be unable to revert back
to life in the wild.

“Habituated animals
pose additional problems

as they mature and de-
velop adult animal behav-
ior,” Schauer said. “For
example, habituated deer,
especially bucks, can be-
come aggressive as they
get older and reach breed-
ing age.”

White-tailed deer fawns
are one of  the animals
most commonly picked up
by well-intentioned citi-
zens.

Schauer explained that
it is not uncommon for
deer to leave their fawns
unattended for up to eight
hours at a time. This be-
havior minimizes the
scent of  the mother left
around the fawn and al-
lows the fawn to go unde-
tected by nearby
predators. While fawns
may seem abandoned,

they rarely are. All wild
white-tailed deer begin
life this way. The best
chance for their survival
is to leave them in the
wild. If  you find a fawn
alone, do not touch it, as
this might leave your
scent and could attract
predators. Give it plenty
of  space and quickly leave
the area. The mother deer
will return for her fawns
when she feels it is safe;
she may not return if  peo-
ple or dogs are present.

Only licensed wildlife
rehabilitators may pos-
sess abandoned or injured
wildlife. Unless you are li-
censed, it is illegal to pos-
sess a live wild animal,
including deer, in Michi-
gan.  

The only time a baby

animal may be removed
from the wild is when you
know the parent is dead
or the animal is injured.
Please remember, a li-
censed rehabilitator must
be contacted before re-
moving an animal from
the wild. Licensed wildlife
rehabilitators must ad-
here to the laws and have
gone through training on
proper handling of  in-
jured or abandoned wild
animals. Licensed reha-
bilitators will work to re-
turn the animal to the
wild where it will have
the best chance for sur-
vival.
