MANCELONA – A strong
start is something every
team wants to get off  to.

That is exactly what the
East Jordan boys basketball
team has done this season,
following a 79-51 non-confer-
ence win over Mancelona on
December 12, their second of
the season to improve to 2-0.

The Red Devils came out
of  the gates blazing hot, run-
ning up a 24-7 first quarter
advantage before setting in
and cruising to victory. EJ
led at the half  42-25 and 62-36
entering the fourth.

“A great team effort
against a really good team,”
EJ coach Nate Dzwik said.
“Again, we were able to get a
quick start that was really
fueled on the defensive end
by starting the game on a 10-
0 run over the first four min-
utes.  Offensively we had a
focus on really working on
cutting hard and moving the
person and the ball within
our offense and we had a lot
of  success with that.”

Coach Dzwik also noted a
strong defensive effort of
keeping the Ironmen out of
the paint helped contribute
to the victory.

Cooper Stevenson and AJ
Bartlett finished with 15
points each to lead EJ, while
Jackson Raymond added 11.

Chandler Bartig led the
team with eight rebounds
and six assists, while Steven-
son and Raymond added six
rebounds apiece with Cooper
dishing out two assists and
Jackson four. Bartlett also

added five assists and two
boards.

“We felt we had an advan-
tage in the paint with our
overall size and strength.  As
a team we scored 54 points in

the paint,” Dzwik added.
“That inside presence made
for some really great looks
on the outside which the
guys did a great job of  mak-
ing.  Cooper was really

strong inside and did a great
of  finding the open guy if  he
got doubled.  Chandler did a
great job as a guard getting
the ball down there floor and
putting guys into great spots

to score and did a great job of
crashing the glass from the
weakside.  AJ did a great job
of  scoring within our offen-
sive flow and finding the
open guy.”

sists.  

“We did a great job of  run-
ning the floor and getting
good spacing overall, we had
a size advantage in the paint
and we did a good job of  get-
ting the ball inside and did a
really great job of  rebound-
ing and keeping their guards
out of  the paint,” the coach
added.
