CHARLEVOIX – While it
was cold and windy outside,
it was more than hot inside
the Rayder gymnasium on

December 17.
With both squads expect-

ing to have outstanding sea-
sons as each team returns
key players, the Lake Michi-
gan Conference contest
would not disappoint, as

each team took their turn
making runs, but in the end
it would be Boyne City com-
ing out on top 47-39 in a con-
test filled with solid outside
shooting and physical de-
fense.

The Ramblers jumped out
early, looking to run and con-
trol the game from both in-
side and out, taking a 17-9
first quarter lead.

Charlevoix would not go
away though as the Rayders

chipped away at the Boyne
City lead and locking down
the Ramblers on defense, cut-
ting the BC advantage to 23-
19 at the break.

Despite not putting up a
stellar shooting night from
the outside for the Rayders,
Charlevoix was able to trim
the Boyne lead to a single
point with just under five
minutes to play in the third,
and took the lead moments
later, before Boyne’s Pete Cal-
caterra grabbed a loose ball
near midcourt and heaved a
shot, hitting nothing but the
bottom of  the net as the horn
sounded, giving the Ram-
blers a 31-29 lead heading
into the fourth.

“Proud of  our toughness
tonight!” Rambler coach
Nick Redman said. “Every-
one gave it everything they
had. That was a hard-fought
rivalry game. We didn’t exe-
cute great offensively, but
credit Charlevoix’s defense
for that.”

Calcaterra paced the Ram-
blers with 13 points, while
Aiden Brehm had 12 and
Jakob Steinhoff  added eight,
with Max Vondra chipping in
with seven.

For the Rayders. Jacob
Mueller had 10 points, while
Evan Solomon and Ben Lentz
added eight points each.

“Big win on the road and
great team effort,” coach
Redman added.

Boyne improved to 3-0
overall, 1-0 LMC with the
win, while Charlevoix
slipped to 1-1, 0-1.

one of  Michigan’s most
unique fish? The wait will
soon be over! The lake stur-
geon season on Black Lake,
in Cheboygan County, begins
at 8 a.m. Saturday, Feb. 1, so
make sure your license and
registration are in order.
Registration is required to
participate in this season.

The total 2020 season allo-
cation on Black Lake is
seven lake sturgeon. How-
ever, to reduce the risk of  ex-
ceeding this limit, officials
will close the season when
one of  two scenarios occurs:

The sixth fish is har-
vested.

Five fish have been har-
vested at the end of  any fish-
ing day.

Daily season fishing hours
are 8 a.m. to 2 p.m. The sea-
son will either end at 2 p.m.
Wednesday, Feb. 5, or when
one of  the above scenarios is
met, at which point DNR per-
sonnel on the ice will imme-
diately notify anglers to stop
fishing for lake sturgeon.

Participating anglers
must register for the season,
and anglers age 17 or older
must have a valid Michigan
fishing license. Early regis-
tration will be held at the
DNR Onaway Field Station
(approximately 5 miles north
of  Onaway on Route 211)
from 2 to 7 p.m. Friday, Jan.
31. Anglers can pick up the

required fishing identifica-
tion flags and learn more
about season logistics and
lake sturgeon populations.

Anglers are highly encour-
aged to take part in the early
registration Friday, but

those unable do so may reg-
ister the next day at the reg-
istration trailer at Zolner
Road ending on Black Lake.
Morning registration begins
at 7 a.m. each day of  the sea-
son.

Any angler who success-
fully takes a lake sturgeon
must contact an on-ice DNR
employee and register the
fish at the Zolner Road
trailer registration site on
Black Lake. Registration

may include an examination
of  the fish’s internal organs
and removal of  a piece of  fin
tissue for DNA analysis and
aging.

Forgetting, for a moment,
the interior improvements
that set one home apart from
another, there are exterior
factors that also influence
price. For instance, homes on
primary ingress and egress
streets-(that is, the main
streets that lead in and out of
a tract)-generally appreciate
more slowly than those
within the tract that are not
on primary streets.

Primary ingress/egress
streets generate more traffic
and are therefore, generally
less desirable. Thus, they have
lower prices.

Within a tract, a home on a
cul-de-sac may generate a
higher price for the same rea-
son-less traffic. Cul-de-sacs
are frequently like a maze and
they discourage drive-
throughs, which is, of  course,
a definite benefit to residen-
tial privacy.

Even properties on one side
of  a street can be worth more
than a similar property
across from it. Why? Certain
communities, because of
their name, are more presti-
gious than others. Beverly
Hills, California, of  course, is
one. It is known worldwide for
its high-end shopping, expen-
sive housing and impeccable
name. In sections where Bev-
erly Hills is divided from
other cities and/or communi-

ties by a street, the homes on
the Beverly Hills side of  the
avenue command a higher
price than those in the non-
Beverly Hills city across from
it.

Existing homes may differ
radically in price for another
reason-one homeowner wants
to sell, and the other has to
sell. The motivation for each
is quite different, and so may
be the pricing strategies.

Some other factors that in-
fluence price: What commer-
cial developments are
adjacent to the tract? How
(un)desirable are they? And,
don't forget supply and de-
mand.

The wise buyer checks one
other thing-a community's
master plan. This is a must,
especially if  a tract (or home)
is surrounded by vacant land.
Most communities have one.
It is usually drawn up by plan-
ners within the city of  county
and approved by a local plan-
ning commission. Find out
what is going to be built
nearby and determine how it
might impact the value of  the
tract. All this, of  course, takes
time and homework. But, it is
well worth it, especially when
you consider that the pur-
chase of  a home is usually
going to be the largest, single
financial investment most
people make in a lifetime.
